Due to safety concerns to the [child and/or caregiver], I request that [name of caregiver] be allowed to write the words “surname withheld” in the surname field and put their first name only (or an alias first name) in the first name field in response to section 5 of the Inland Revenue Child Support Application form “What name does the custodian want the paying parent to know them by?”.

Due to a risk of harm to the [child and/or caregiver], it is important that the aforementioned caregiver’s full name and details are not disclosed under any circumstances to the paying parent or any of his or her associates.

If Inland Revenue Department receives an Official Information Act request (or if applicable, a Privacy Act request) for the caregiver contact information, IRD will consult with Ministry of Children, Oranga Tamariki and, if appropriate, will transfer the request to Ministry of Children, Oranga Tamariki to respond to under section 39 of the Privacy Act. That section applies where IRD believes that the information is “more closely connected with the functions or activities of another agency” [that is Ministry of Children, Oranga Tamariki].
